February 19, 2019

     
The February 19, 2019 Regular Board meeting held at the Village Office, 110 W. Central, was called to order at 7:00 P.M. by President Keneipp.
     
Trustees physically present: Devine, Schultz, Nystrom, Greathouse, Beccue.

Trustees absent:  None.
    
 Also physically present: Chief Weseloh, Supt. of Public Works Schopp, Attorney Gronewold, Robert Cremeens, Jason Byrd and Jaxson Byrd with Boy Scout Troop #188.

Jaxson Byrd addressed the board and stated that he is currently working toward his Eagle Rank with Boy Scout Troop #188. He presented to the board a model of the Pet Waste Receptacles that he would like to build and install at Westside Park. The model was made of wood with a solar lighted bag dispenser and metal sign identifying the purpose of the device. Byrd stated that all materials would be paid for by donations and installation would be done by him. The receptacle would be two feet into the ground and he would like to place one at the entrance of the park and two around the walking trail. He would also provide a one year supply of waste bags; biodegradable bags are also an option. The bag dispenser would be maintained by public works after installation. There is a deadline for the project as Byrd must have it completed prior to March 29 in order to receive his Eagle Rank. Byrd told Schopp that the approximate cost of each receptacle was just over $40.00 and will provide the purchasing information should anything need replaced in the future. Schopp will also work with him on the location. Byrd stated that the Eagle Scout Leader has signed off on the project. 

Cremeens addressed the board. There was a brief discussion regarding a letter to the DNR requesting a change/omission of the horseshoe courts due to a lack of interest in the sport. Cremeens met with the Public Works department and Superintendent Schopp to discuss scheduling and responsibilities for the coming months at the park. The grant extension will be applied for ASAP and will appear on the next agenda. Beccue has no concerns about omitting the horseshoe court. An updated Cost Estimate was provided to the board and two proposals were reviewed from Morton Community Bank and First Farmers Bank regarding a line of credit in the amount of $326,000.00. More proposals will be available prior to the next board meeting. 


Cremeens exited the meeting.


A motion was made by Beccue and seconded by Greathouse to approve the 02/05/19 minutes as written.  Approved by roll call vote.  Ayes: Devine, Schultz, Nystrom, Beccue, Greathouse.
Nayes: None.
Chief Weseloh addressed the board. The Police Department has been working with area banks to implement and train on robbery and safety procedures.  Weseloh will also be meeting with the Superintendent and Director of Student Services to arrange a Red Cross Shelter training for schools. He hopes to do this before the end of the school year.  At this time, they will also discuss a mass casualty multi-community drill. This would be done with fire, police and rescue. The ideal time frame for this would be within the next six months. Weseloh emailed Village employees and local first responders in an attempt to begin compiling a list of residents that are immobile or have special needs/health issues such as oxygen tanks, etc. that would need assistance if another situation were to occur such as the recent power outage. The upcoming water bills will have a label notifying residents of One Call Now and encouraging them to sign up if they have not already done so. The purchase of portable radios was previously approved for the EMA Director. He was able to purchase two radios for what he originally thought would be the price of one. This will allow for EMA, Fire and Police to now communicate on the same frequency. The radios have been programmed. The portable breath tester was not calibrating correctly. The cost to repair the equipment was $301.00. The cost for a new breath tester was $379.00. A new breath tester was ordered.
Schopp addressed the board. Public Works has been plowing and salting quite a bit with the excessive snow fall and ice that we’ve had this winter. Schopp restated that he and the department had met with Cremeens. Open communication and scheduling were stressed throughout the conversation. Schopp feels that, moving forward, everyone should be on the same page regarding what is expected. A resident reported a metallic smell in the water. Bagby did a water sample at this address on North Maple. The chlorine was a little high, but this is most likely due to the recent treatment of the filters. All other levels were normal. Public Works attended a Pipeline Safety Meeting. Storm drains have been cleaned. Schopp commented on Jaxson Byrd’s presentation and thinks the dispensers are a great idea.

A motion was made by Beccue and seconded by Greathouse to Approve the Installation of Pet Waste Receptacles at Westside Park by Boy Scout Troop #188. Approved by roll call vote.  Ayes: Devine, Schultz, Nystrom, Greathouse, Beccue.
Nayes: None.

A motion was made by Beccue and seconded by Greathouse to Approve A Request For Change Order to Omit Horseshoe Courts as a Development Item From the OSLAD Development Grant. Approved by roll call vote.  Ayes: Devine, Schultz, Nystrom, Greathouse, Beccue.

Nayes: None.
The Clerk addressed the board regarding the Planning Meeting. March 19 at 6:00 p.m was chosen as the date. Clean up day will be May 20th and town wide garage sales will be Saturday, May 18. The office will continue to shop around for competitive rates on health insurance, vision and dental. The clerk spoke briefly on the fake “GoFundMe” account that was created fraudulently under the Village name. The letter for the grant extension will be drafted and will appear on the next agenda. Keith Williams will be sworn in at the next board meeting. There was another brief discussion regarding the proposals received for the estimated line of credit.


Gronewold did not have any items for discussion at this time.

Corn Daze will be held the weekend of August 4th. Mayor Keneipp will be providing the office with an updated list of committee leads.
