The April 02, 2019 Regular Board meeting held at the Village Office, 110 W. Central, was called to order at 7:30 P.M. by President Keneipp.

A motion was made by Greathouse and seconded by Schultz to approve the 03/19/19 minutes as written.  Approved by roll call vote.  Ayes: Devine, Nystrom, Schultz, Greathouse, Williams.

Schopp addressed the board. Water loss has increased and a leak is being watched for. Public Works will be flushing hydrants next week. The playground area at the new park has been dug out and the equipment is being assembled. A sinkhole opened up on Stringtown. This was addressed.  There was an injector problem at the plant on Monday. This was rebuilt and the chlorine tank was also repaired. A tree was cut down at 204 S. Maple. Public Works will also be pouring the floor for the pavilion at Westside Park.

Chief Weseloh addressed the board. The report for the month of March was distributed. There has been an increase in ordinance violations which goes hand in hand with the warmer weather. An EMS Mass Casualty Disaster Drill is being conducted at Olympia West Elementary this Sunday. Chief Weseloh attended the ILEAS Conference this past week in Springfield. It was very informative. There were many vendors with new equipment and accessories. Golf Cart permits will be due by May 01 for renewal. Handicap placards must be displayed. This ordinance may be reviewed at a later date to broaden the scope of approved permit holders. The current ordinance addresses the golf carts under ADA as a mobility device. 
Gronewold addressed the board regarding Ordinance #855. He stated that there are many moving parts and components to the ordinance that required significant research and follow up. He was in contact with various attorneys and firms including Attorney Thad Kuhfuss, representing First Farmers State Bank. Kuhfuss reviewed the proposed ordinance, as well, and found no issue with it. Gronewold stated that both the Bond and Bank Council were ok with the bank qualifications and levy language. He stated that the board did have the option to request that the matter be studied further.

There was brief discussion comparing the Village water and sewer rates to surrounding areas. This issue will be revisited at this time next year for a possible increase to the annual percentage amount that the rates are currently raised by.
