The May 05, 2020 Virtual Board Meeting was called to order at 7:30 P.M. by President Keneipp. The Meeting was conducted electronically with video and audio public access available pursuant to the Governor’s Executive Orders 2020-07 and 2020-33
     
Trustees virtually present: Schultz, Dial, Swartzendruber, Williams, Richards.

Trustees absent:  Frazier.
    
 Also virtually present: Chief Daryl Weseloh, Supt. of Public Works Schopp, Clerk Heidi  Mugler, John Hooks with JPH Tech Services.

A motion was made by Williams and seconded by Richards to approve the 04.21.2020 Board Meeting Minutes. Approved by roll call vote.  Ayes: Schultz, Dial, Swartzendruber, Richards, Williams. Nays: None.
Chief Weseloh provided the board with reports for the month of April. The burn ban issued by the Little Mackinaw Fire Protection District was allowed to expire on May 01. Minier PD Officers have been working on court preparation for ongoing investigations and court hearings which they will be called to testify at some point over the summer. DARE presentations were completed via ZOOM for Christian Life Academy. Explorers have also had information and meetings conducted via ZOOM. There have been few police related incidents due to the shutdown. The county has stated that they are not enforcing the use of masks, however, if individual businesses request a resident wear a mask on their property and they are subsequently told to leave and the resident refuses, citations can be issued for criminal trespass. National Drug Takeback Day has been cancelled but residents can still make use of the drop box at the Village Hall. Weseloh has been participating in 3 – 4 conference calls per week with various agencies such as the State Police and the Tazewell County Health Department. The squad car is not equipped for use yet but will be shortly. Weseloh and Schopp will be communicating about a resident request for a “Slow – Children At Play” sign located on North Maple Avenue. 
Schopp addressed the board and stated that water loss is down to 12%. They will be flushing hydrants this week. The lift station has been taxed due to rain. Schopp provided further explanation on sewer infiltration during heavy rain and what that requires in the way of monitoring pump function. Controls are outdated and need to be replaced. Social distancing and sanitizing have continued to be a priority. Masks were provided to Public Works through AWWA and EPA. Schopp stated the hours on the mower are good and locates were completed for the fiber optic line. Work was again started on the crosswalk at Stringtown. The culvert will be extended on the north side and then proceed to the south after that. A sidewalk will then be added to Darnall Subdivision. Limbs were removed from the park. Schopp spoke with the president of OPBA regarding the concession building at Olympia West Park. It has not yet been determined if OPBA will have a season. More information will be available be June 01. At that time a determination will be made as to whether or not they will be building a new concession stand. If they continue to utilize the current building they have no issues with putting a new door on. Schopp has also been looking into a situation on Eastern Avenue. Tiling was done in the field near the cemetery and ran to an inlet that is near the Village storm drain. He will continue investigating the situation and will be contacting the cemetery board. Schopp will be starting a Motor Fuel Tax project totaling $90,000.00. The project will encompass North Eastern to Minier Avenue, Debby and North Main up to Peoria Street; two blocks on Pennsylvania Avenue and one block on the north end of Western. A ‘test strip’ will be done on one section of Main Street consisting of a top coat applied over the seal coating. If this goes well it will eliminate the need for chipping and paving. This service is now covered by MFT funds. The job will go out for bid once approved by the state.  
A motion was made by Williams and seconded by Swartzendruber to Approve Resolution #315, “A Resolution for Maintenance Under the Illinois Highway Code.             Ayes: Schultz, Dial, Swartzendruber, Richards, Williams. Nays: None.  

A motion was made by Williams and seconded by Swartzendruber to Approve Monthly Bills As Presented and Allowed; General fund $19,474.45; Water/Sewer $2,209.48. Approved by roll call vote.  Ayes: Schultz, Dial, Swartzendruber, Richards, Williams. Nays: None.  

The Clerk addressed the board. The Village received a generous donation from Laughing Dog Graphics and was able to distribute 150 masks to the residents free of charge. Clean up day has been rescheduled for Friday June 12 and Saturday June 13 due to Covid-19 concerns. It will return to the regularly scheduled month of May next year. There has not been a date set for garage sales. The Clerks Office will need to update the computers in the office at some point in the near future. Two of the three computers are running on Windows 7 and Microsoft is no longer providing updates or supporting that system. 

Schopp stated that John Haning had inquired regarding the progress with the crosswalk on Stringtown.


There was brief discussion regarding the annual water/sewer rate increases that typically take place in April. The suggested changes will be updated on the ordinance and added to the agenda for approval at the next meeting. 

Mr. Keneipp informed the board of some recent changes related to local businesses. FS Gas Station has repaired the canopy and painted the building. Village Flowers is now taking orders for delivery. K’s Café is still providing curbside pickup. Olympia West is participating in Teacher Appreciation Week. The Little Mackinaw Fire Protection District has added a new sign to the firehouse. The Governor has introduced a five phase plan to reopen IL. Kenneipp is hoping for a quick road to recovery. The Planning Dinner will be rescheduled when we have a better idea of what things will be moving forward. 


A motion to adjourn at 8:15 pm was made by Williams and seconded by Schultz.  Approved by roll call vote.  Ayes: Schultz, Richards, Dial, Swartzendruber, Williams.
