The December 18, 2018 Regular Board meeting held at the Village Office, 110 W. Central, was called to order at 7:00 P.M. by President Keneipp.

 Also physically present: Chief Weseloh, Supt. of Public Works Schopp, Reverend Robert Sherman, Dianne Sherman, Rodney Weinzierl.

Reverend Robert Sherman with St. Johns United Church of Christ addressed the board regarding a complaint received about the carillons bells. The previous system was analogue and stopped working. A generous donor allowed for a new digital system which is playing now. After the initial complaint, the church turned down the volume and cut back on the frequency of playing.  The resident was not satisfied with this and has continued to make complaints. Sherman checked with other area churches and most of them play in 15 or 30 minute increments all year long. St. Johns plays every hour. There is no legal requirement on decibel levels that he is aware of. The church also went door to door with the residents directly surrounding the church and all of them stated that they were not bothered by the chiming, in fact, they liked it and would prefer to hear it more often. Sherman stated that he extended an invitation to the complainant to have a sit down with himself and the church board to discuss ways in which to resolve the issue and the resident denied the request. He will continue to evaluate but would like the constant calls and emails that the church is receiving from this resident to cease.

Reverend and Mrs. Sherman exited the meeting, as did Mr. Weinzierl.

Uniform Crime Reports and monthly reports will all be submitted this way now, as well as crash reports. There was further discussion regarding the carillon bells. At this point, this is not a Village matter and should be handled between St. Johns and the resident.

Schopp reported on Public Works Activity.  A van accessible handicap parking space has been added in the Village Parking lot. Water/Sewer samples have been done for the month of December. Leaves are being picked up. Many dead animals have been removed from the roadways. Kent has been helping with data entry into excel. Schopp is pricing out three more trees to be removed.
