The June 05, 2018 Regular Board meeting held at the Village Office, 110 W. Central, was called to order at 7:30 P.M. by President Keneipp.

 Also physically present: Supt. of Public Works Schopp, Chief Weseloh and Sasha Horner.


A motion was made by Crawford and seconded by Beccue to approve the 05/15/18 minutes as written. Approved by roll call vote. Ayes: Nystrom, Devine, Greathouse, Beccue, Crawford. Nayes: None.

Daryl Weseloh addressed the board.  The Village Office recently had an inquiry from Dish Network for a solicitors permit. He received a citizen’s complaint that they were soliciting before they received their permit. Permit was denied. Tomorrow the Police, Fire and Rescue will present a program at the library for their summer reading program.  We will be discussing bicycle and pedestrian safety. Chief Weseloh and Officer Hodgson finished their two day AR15 training. It was some of the best trainings they have attended. With the new dispatch consolidation we will have a slight increase in our fee. Our bill was voided after a report writing module was removed from the C.A.D. system that was never in use. The fire department was removed from our dispatch user agreement since they are a separate entity, which reduces our annual fee.  

Schopp provided the board with the May Water Sewer Report.  Water loss has gone up. Schopp has spoken with Fire Chief Troyer about better communication when filling area pools.  Public Works has been watering trees at the West Side Park. 


Town wide cleanup took two days this year. Everything went smooth. Trucking and Landfill bill was around $2000.00. There were some items that were not removed due to residents putting them at the curb after the pickup day. 


The Johnson Heights north entrance sign has been cleaned up. Public Works is looking into low maintenance vegetation to replant.   


Public Works had to replace two tires on the dump truck while hauling sand to the West Side Park. Cost was around $800.00.

Public Works will have the bid for spray patching next week.

Three trees were removed from Minier Ave. The bill that the Village received was less than estimate.

Horner reported that a Variance Meeting will be held on Monday, June 18 at 5:30 pm for Robert Grass.  This is regarding his shed.  He has come to a legal agreement with Renea Hildebrandt regarding the placement.  The variance is in regard to the shed, its alteration, the setback requirements. Kelly Miller Circus came to the office.  They have an animal free circus in Illinois.  They are in this area once per year.  They would like to set up for one day at West Side Park.  The only date available this year is September 26 and there is not enough time.  If the Village sponsored this event it would require $290.00 fee at the time of contract.  This fee would be reimbursed once ticket sales reached this amount.  The sponsor (us) would also receive a portion of the proceeds from the ticket sales.  On average, the sponsor generates $1 – 4,000 in revenue.  The sponsor is responsible for the ticket sales and advertising.  There are two shows in one day (three if enough demand).  The circus holds a cert. of insurance that covers the location (the village would be added as an additional insured similar to the soccer league).  One person would be needed at the event to greet the crowd on behalf of the village.  They handle all cleanups.  Would like to book next year if Village is willing to sponsor.  The Clerk’s Office would take the lead on the event.  
First Responders Appreciation Day is doing well.  $950.00 in donations have been committed to by area businesses.  Fliers have been completed and distributed area wide. We have received many donations by area businesses wanting to support the First Responders. 

Keneipp reported that Corn Daze is off to a great start.

A motion was made by Beccue and seconded by Crawford to hire Jennifer Parkinson as a part time police officer for the Minier Police Department. Approved by roll call vote. Ayes: Nystrom, Devine, Greathouse, Beccue, Crawford. Nayes: None.


A motion was made by Crawford and seconded by Beccue to Appoint Shelly Schultz as Village Trustee to the Village of Minier Board of Trustees.  Approved by roll call vote. Ayes: Nystrom, Devine, Greathouse, Beccue, Crawford. Nayes: None.


A motion was made by Crawford and seconded by Beccue to Approve a wage increase of 3% for Public Works, Police and Office Personnel with the exception of Kent Graber who will receive a salary increase of $0.75 per hour.  Approved by roll call vote. Ayes: Nystrom, Devine, Greathouse, Beccue, Crawford. Nayes: None.
